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 What is the purpose of the CHIC DNA Repository? 

The CHIC DNA Repository, co-sponsored by the Orthopedic Foundation for Animals (OFA) 

and the AKC Canine Health Foundation (AKC CHF), collects and stores canine DNA samples 

along with corresponding pedigree and health history information to facilitate future research 

and testing aimed at reducing the incidence of inherited disease in dogs. The program objec-

tives are: 

Facilitate more rapid research progress by expediting the sample collection process  

Provide researchers with optimized family groups needed for research  

Allow breeders to take advantage of future DNA based disease tests as they become available. 

Foster a team environment between breeders/owners and the research community improving the 

likelihood of genetic discovery  

What is the cost? 

$20.00 per dog for blood based samples. The fees cover the costs of data management, sample 

processing, and sample storage. Owners are encouraged to view the fees as supporting canine 

health research.  HOWEVER, if your sample is collected at a DCA/DCAF sponsored blood 

draw in connection with a regional specialty, the cost is covered by DCAF. 

How are samples stored?.  
Blood samples are processed upon receipt. The extracted DNA is then frozen and also stored 

indefinitely. The Small Animal Molecular Genetics Lab at the University of Missouri-

Columbia is the laboratory partner for blood based samples. 

Who has access to the samples? 
Any legitimate research project focusing on canine health is eligible to receive samples. How-

ever, since the samples are finite, each project must be approved prior to sample distribution. 

An application form must be completed for all sample requests. The approval process is 

streamlined for research funded by either the AKC CHF or the Morris Animal Foundation 

since the project would have already passed a scientific review board during the funding proc-

ess. For all other projects, the OFA and the AKC CHF will jointly assemble an appropriate 

review committee to evaluate the merits of the research and the request. 

Can owners/parent clubs direct sample use? 

Sample use is directed solely by the bankôs administrators: the OFA and the AKC CHF. Own-

ers and parent clubs are welcome to contact the bank about potential research opportunities 

and should encourage researchers with whom they have direct relationships to apply for sam-

ple use. However, the final decision rests with the bank. 

There is one exception. If a DNA-based disease test becomes available in the future, owners may 

request that any remaining samples of their dogs be forwarded to the appropriate licensed lab 

for testing. The owner remains responsible for any lab costs associated with the test itself, as 

well as  

If I donate a sample to the CHIC DNA Repository, can the same sample be used for the 

AKCôs DNA program? 

No. There is a clear distinction between samples provided to the AKC which are used for par-

entage verification and overall stud book integrity versus samples provided to the bank for 

research purposes. Samples may be collected at the same time however, and sent independ-

ently. 

What if the status of my dogôs health changes after Iôve already completed the health survey? 
Since many diseases are late onset, the bank recognizes that periodic updates to the health records of 

each dog are important. Owners will be contacted approximately every two years to determine if there 

are any health updates. However, owners are encouraged to proactively contact the CHIC DNA Bank 

to update the health status of their dog(s) whenever there are significant changes.

ANNUAL REPORT for 2008

 Dear Friends: 
The Rabies Challenge Fund Charitable Trust (RCF) was established in December 
2005 by Co-Trustees Kris L. Christine of Alna, ME and W. Jean Dodds, DVM of He-
mopet in Garden Grove,CA. The mission of the Trust is to better define the duration of 
immunity conveyed by rabies vaccine. The goal is to extend the legally required inter-
val for rabies boosters to 5 and then to 7 years. 
This vaccine research project is being performed by Dr. Ronald Schultz, Chairman of 
Pathobiology at the University of Wisconsin School of Veterinary Medicine. The study 
follows the strictly defined federal APHIS/USDA standards for licensing rabies vaccines 
in concurrent 5 and 7 year challenge trials. The funds are collected by Co-Trustee, Dr. 
Dodds, and are distributed annually by the Co-Trustees, to the University of Wisconsin 
Foundation. The foundation accepts the funds without the 48% indirect cost charges -- 
so that the actual dollar amount donated goes directly to fund the project. 
 
 Contributions in time and effort to the RCF project by Dr. Schultz, the Co-Trustees, 
Hemopet, and web mistress, Andrea Brin of LovesPark, IL are provided free-of-charge. 
 
 In the fall of 2007, a check for $175,000 was sent to University of Wisconsin Founda-
tion to fund the first year of the study. The same amount has been raised for the sec-
ond year of the study and will be sent to University shortly. An additional $30,000 is still 
needed to provide for the shortfall resulting from the unanticipated set-up costs of year 
one. 
 
 We look forward to the upcoming year, and continuing this study which should benefit 
all dogs everywhere.

        ANNUAL REPORT for 2008 Introduction  
The non-profit Rabies Challenge Fund Charitable Trust (RCF) was established at the end of 
2005, and received federally registered 501(c)(3) charitable organization status in  
March 2006 [Fed. EIN # 84-6390682]. The Fund was founded by Kris L. Christine of 
Alna,ME, and the Co-Trustees are Kris L. Christine and W. Jean Dodds, DVM of Garden 
Grove, CA. 
 
 Rabies vaccination is the one immunization required by law for domestic dogs and cats. 
Additionally, rabies vaccine is the only commonly used vaccine that requires that duration of 
immunity studies be carried out before licensure in the United States. Annual or biannual re-
vaccination for rabies is required by some states even though most USDA licensed rabies 
vaccines have a 3-year duration. 
 
 The purpose of the RCF is to improve the safety of rabies vaccines by determining if they 
confer immunity for 5 and 7 years. As required for licensing all rabies vaccines, the USDAôs 
federally mandated Title 9, CFR challenge study protocol will be followed. This project is be-
ing performed by Dr. Ronald Schultz, Chairman of Pathobiology at the University of Wiscon-
sin School of Veterinary Medicine. Madison, WI. 
 
 The second phase of the project will finance a study of the adjuvants used in veterinary 
vaccines, and establish a federal adverse reaction reporting system for rabies and other 
vaccines.   
 
 This project depends primarily upon grassroots gifts for funding the costs of conducting the 
requisite vaccine trials. Our contributions to date have come mostly from kennel clubs and 
private individuals. We believe that the public is the body most motivated to address the is-
sues here, because it is some of their beloved companions that have suffered by the existing 
regulations.
